The objective of this document is to show mechanical engineering department faculty and students how to build a 
personal home page. 
  
Steps 
  
·                     Create your www directory  

o Your TCC account is an account based on Unix system 
o To access you account you need a utility called Telnet which allows you to access any Unix 

machine in the campus 
o Telnet port in Unix machines (in TCC) are disabled for security reasons, there are other utility 

allows you to access Unix machine in more secure manner through a another port. 
o There is a small software called PUTTY that helps you to access that secure utility, this software 

can easily be downloaded from the internet, you can also download it by clicking the following 

link ( PUTTY ) 

o Once you have this software in your computer, double click on its icon. You will see the 
following screen 
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o To use this utility,  
§ fill the host name text field with some TCC machine name, let us  take the following 

machine name   infohost.nmt.edu 
§ select the SSH (secure shell) radio button 
§ click Open and you should see the following window  

  



                          
  

o To use this utility,  
§ Log in with your login name and password ( the same name you use to check your NMT 

mail) 
§ This will take open a window where you can access you TCC account 
§ You will have a shell prompt where you can enter commands  

o Create directory called www as follows 

                                 
o Create directory called www as follows 

§ This directory is the main directory where you will put your web page file 
o Making sure that you have the right access rights 

§ The main file of your web page should be named index.htm (try homepage.html if 
index.htm does not work) 

·  This is because the web server assumes by default that this your main web page 
file. 

§ Go to the www directory by typing the following  

                                
  

o To test whether your settings are working we will create a small index.htm as follows 
§ Call an editor called pico in your account as follows 

                                          
§ You will see a blank window, where you can start typing 

your index.htm code, type now the following code. You 

can also download this code from this link index.htm  



§ Once finished typing the code, press Ctrl+O to save the 
file and return back to the shell prompt  

  

                                    
  

§ you don’ t need to know this markup language, as we will 
see latter, this code only  to test  the correct setup  

§ Make sure that that the file has a public access rights 
·  you can do this by typing  
·  you can make the file accessible by changing 

access rights 

                                      
  

·  Make sure that the www directory has the right 
access rights as well 

                                         
  

·  Note that the dot means the current directory 
(www) 

§ Developing you web page 



·  There are a number of software systems 
developed for html files without even knowing 
html 

·  You can easily develop you web page files using 
Windows WinWord. 

·    
·  Save your main file with as a web page with the 

name index.htm 
·  Make sure that the file is named as index.htm 

and not index.html 
  

 
  
  



§ Transferring your file(s) to you www directory 
·  You can transfer your files to your Unix directory 

using another utility called ftp 
·  Assume that you have saved your files in the 

directory c:\myWFiles 
·  Go to windows star t menu and select run 

  
  

                   
  

·  Go to windows star t menu and select run 
·  In the run window type command and press OK 

  



              
  

·  Now you will see a DOS command window as

·  Assuming you have stored your index.htm and 
other web files in the directory c:\myWFiles , use 
the following commands to go to the directory 
where you created your index.htm file and other 
linked files 

  



                        
  

·  To transfer these files to your www directory in 
your TCC account 

·  Type in the current directory  

1. ftp ftp.nmt.edu   

·  Enter you login name and password 
·  Type bi to make sure that files will be transferred 

as binary files 
·  Change to www to have your files placed there 
·  Type mput * .*  to transfer all the files in the 

directory or you can type the full name of the 
files instead 

·  You will be asked to confirm, so enter y 
·  By this you will have your file transferred to your 

TCC account  
·  You may need again to update the access rights 

of the transferred files by typing the following 
command in your www directory 

1. chmod 755 index.htm 
  



                                             
  

·  Now you can view your webpage will have the 
following URL 

·  http://www.nmt.edu/~loginName  where 

loginName is your login name you use to check 
your NMT mail.
